 @ Your Library Craft Instructions

Candy Sushi 
Ingredients
1/4 cup butter
4 cups mini marshmallows
6 cups crisped rice cereal

20 to 25 gummy worms
1 to 2 boxes fruit leather

Assorted gummy candy for decorating
Directions
Grease a 12- by 17-inch baking sheet. Melt butter in a 2-quart saucepan over medium heat. Add the marshmallows and stir until smooth. Remove the mixture from the heat and stir in the rice cereal until it's evenly coated. Turn the baking sheet so that the shorter ends are at the top and bottom. Then press the marshmallow mixture onto the sheet, distributing it evenly. Starting at one side an inch up from the lower edge, place gummy worms atop the mixture end to end in a horizontal line. Gently roll the lower edge of the marshmallow mixture over the gummy worms. Then stop and cut the log away from the rest of the mixture. Use the same method to form 4 more logs. Slice each log into 1-inch-thick "sushi" rolls and wrap them individually with a strip of fruit leather.  Top with “fish” or “veggie” gummy decorations. Makes 4 to 5 dozen.

Capes or Wings 

Supplies

hair clips or self stick Velcro
tissue paper sheets or paper bags

Directions for wings
Scrunch a sheet of tissue paper; fasten to back of shirt with hair clip.

Directions for cape (or bat wings)
Cut paper bag into large semi-circle; cut small semi-circle at top for neck. 

Cut scraps from bag into rectangles; staple to top of bag to allow closure.  Stick Velcro to ends.

Supplies

Paper, cut into same size rectangles, as desired.

Directions

Fold paper into fourths.  Draw shape desired on folds.  Cut out so that a symmetrical shapes are formed with a bar connecting them.  Cut opening in chain end.  Repeat with same or different link shape.  To join, open so that shape retains horizontal fold.  Slip together; open horizontal fold; close vertical fold.  Repeat to add as many links as desired. Great for displaying names of summer readers; or for kids to record books read.

Sugar Cookie Play-Dough (no egg) 
Ingredients

1 1b. butter, 2 c. sugar, 3 c. flour, 1tsp. baking soda, 1 tsp. salt. Gel colors.
Cream butter & sugar, add dry ingredients.  Divide & color dough.

Directions

Divide dough among participants.  Use cookie cutters or free form dough into fun shapes.  Have kids take cookies home on foil covered cardboard. Write out baking directions for them. Ingredients

Frosted cupcakes

Animal crackers

Paper parasols

Straws, cut in half

Directions

Insert straws into center of cupcake. Insert parasol into straw.

Join potholder loops together by inserting one loop into another and pulling through. Tie knot to create head and tongue. Stick or draw on eyes if desired.  Slit last pot holder for forked tongue.
